FACHHOCHSCHULE WUERZBURG

A Fachhochschule is the German term for a technical
college. The main campus is in Wuerzburg, which is also
the location of the school of business.This campus has
about 2,500 students. Popular activities for students are
to socialize at a local restaurant with German friends, or
to participate in sports such as soccer, tennis, volleyball,
basketball, badminton, jazz dance and swimming.

Students typically take five courses and attend classes
about 20 hours per week.The Fall program is 11 weeks
and the Spring program is 14 weeks. Fall Semester
classes begin in mid-September and end before
Christmas; Spring semester classes begin in early March
and finish in mid-July. English is the language of
instruction for the international business courses.
However, all other courses are taught in German.
Typically grades are based on one exam given at the
end of the semester.

Prior to departure, classes need to be pre-approved by
your Penn College faculty advisor and the appropriate
school dean for transfer of credits to fulfill your degree.
Students receive a transcript from FH Wuerzburg in
English.

HOUSING AND MEALS
