	1. Read the story from the teacher’s guide about how a fire starts.  Be sure to discuss Smokey’s friends who help put out the fire (firefighters, rangers). 

2. Practice the “Stop, Drop, and Roll” technique that was taught in a previous lesson.
3. Discuss the county forester, who takes care of the forests, and tell them the rules for “Wildfire Tag”.  The game will be played on the playground.
