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Cell Phone Dilemma
Pre-Reading

You have asked your parents to let you get your own cell phone.  You have found the cost of two cell phone plans -- the “Sprite” plan is $20.00 per month plus 2¢ per minute; and the “Horizon” plan is $10.50 per month plus 5¢ per minute.   Both plans will provide free phones. Your parents suggest that you should do some research to help you make your decision.  What could you do to help you decide?
