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EXTENSIONS

a) Your friend has told you about another plan -- the “Grasshopper” plan charges $39.95 per month with unlimited local minutes.  Determine how much each member of your team would spend with this plan.  Plot this data on your graph.  

· Using your graph, compare the three plans.  When is Horizon a better choice?  When is Sprite a better choice?  When is Grasshopper a better choice?  

· Would you still use the same plan or would you switch to Grasshopper?  Why or why not?

· Should any of your teammates switch to Grasshopper?

b) For each of the plans, write an equation which represents the cost in a given month in terms of the minutes of phone calls.  Select a variable to represent minutes, and one to represent cost.  Make sure to identify each variable.

Using a graphing calculator, enter the data from your group into tables, and plot the points.  Then enter your equations.  Do the equations seem to match the points that you have plotted (written instructions)?
