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DAY 1 - EXPERIMENT: 
GETTING READY -

Pick a partner.  Each of you will be given one die.  (Or you may work alone with two dice).  You will need a pencil and paper to record your results.

START –

TURN #1 – 

Each of you will roll your die.  

Find the sum of the two dice.  (Compare your answer with your partner to make sure it is the same.)

Record the sum.  

TURNS #2 through #50 –

Repeat the same procedure as Turn #1

(You will need to decide how to record each of your 50 turns in a neat, organized manner.)

You have now completed 50 trials of the experiment.

NEXT –

You and your partner will join with one other group.

All together, record the combined results of your experiments.

You now have the results of 100 trials of the experiment.

AS A CLASS –

We will now record our total results as a class.
