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Skyline (n.) -- the outline of objects seen against the sky; specifically the buildings of a city 

Throughout history, architects and city designers have worked hard to create buildings and cities that are talked about throughout the world.  Entire books and websites are based on the attributes of city skylines.  A brand new city is being planned and the city planners have asked you to design buildings that will create a memorable skyline.   
Building Code 
According to the city planners, your skyline plan needs to include at least 6 buildings.  Each building regulation must be followed as you construct your buildings.  To help the zoning inspectors know that you have met the requirements, you will fill in the building code worksheet so they are aware of what shapes were used in the construction of each building.  Each building should then be traced onto your skyline paper so you have a picture of your skyline to present to the city planners.    

Aesthetics

Once you have traced each building onto your skyline, it is time to beautify your city!  Use your crayons and colored pencils to individualize each building so it is ready for occupancy.  Remember that you want your skyline to stand out from the rest!  

Planning Commission

As an architect of this project, you have the opportunity to view another architect’s skyline.  You will trade skylines with a partner and attempt to reconstruct their buildings.  This will help you to have a better understanding of how their buildings were constructed and possibly give them ideas of other materials that could be incorporated into their buildings.
