Introduction to the Institute:
TITLE:   “Anchor-Based Mathematics for all Learners”. 

All teachers of mathematics including elementary, secondary, and learning support are eligible to apply.

The Institutes will be rich in content that will focus on the Pennsylvania Assessment Anchors for Mathematics and the integration of the Communication standard.  There will be four instructional groups arranged by grade level bands:  K-2, 3-5, 6-8, and 9-12. 

The focus of this Institute varies depending on grade band. The following gives the listing and the letters representing the Assessment Anchor:

K-2:  Numbers and Operations (A)

3-5:   Numbers and Operations (A)

6-8:   Numbers and Operations (A) & Algebraic Operations (D).

9-12:  Algebraic Operations (D)

In both institutes, other Anchors will be integrated as much as time allows.  Due to the design of the two institutes, it would be likely that participants in the Millersville Institute will invest more time on content and less on the development of a project.  Conversely the Penn College Institute will invest less time on the integration of other anchors and more time on the building improvement plan.

Both institutes will also include the process of open-ended problem solving.

Participants will have the opportunity to work with calculators throughout the week.  Grades K-5 teachers will be working with non-graphing calculators and grades 6-12 teachers will be working with graphing calculators.  Even though participants will be provided calculators for the week of the Institute, you may wish to bring your own.  Instruction on the use of these calculators relevant to the Institute’s content will be provided on the first day.  Some information will be provided to assist you in choosing which calculator session you should attend.

Institute Goals

1. Participants will be given time and some direction in how to develop a classroom instructional unit/plan or a building improvement plan consistent with the Pennsylvania Assessment Anchors in Mathematics.

2. Participants will improve their knowledge of the content areas identified in the assessment anchors and will learn how to relate this knowledge to their students through standards-based instruction.

3. Participants will integrate the Communication standard (reading, writing and listening) in their classroom instructional unit/plan or in their building improvement plan.

4. Participants will learn different strategies for teaching mathematics by exploring a variety of ways to solve problems. 

Program Highlights

Participants will be expected to:

1.    The Millersville University Institute participants will collaborate with peers in the development of a 

classroom instructional unit/plan based on the mathematics assessment anchors. 

2.   The Penn College Institute teams will develop a school improvement plan for their building.  The plan will be based almost exclusively on the mathematics assessment anchors.

Locations:

The first Institute (July 11-15) will be held at the Millersville University Conference Center, Millersville, PA. The first institute will focus on individual participants, content based on specific anchors, and the development of a classroom instructional unit/plan.  

The second Institute (July 25-29) will be held at the Pennsylvania College of Technology, Williamsport, PA. The second institute will focus on selection of participating teams from school improvement districts, analysis of data, development of a school improvement plan, and content similar to that contained in the first institute.  It will also invite a limited number of Content Area Partners to help participant teams in the implementation of their improvement plan.

Participants to the Governor’s Institute at Pennsylvania College of Technology, Williamsport, must be part of a team.  

Goal:
The teams will develop a school improvement plan.  The plan will be based almost exclusively on the mathematics assessment anchors.  A portion of the Institute will be devoted to team planning while another portion will provide content instruction on the anchors.
Teams Must Consist of the Following Individuals:

From a K-12 public or private school system (at any level of the K-12 system)

The core team must consist of at least 3 people 

· 2 teachers of mathematics from any grade level
· 1 administrator who can allocate time or money on behalf of the team  (for example, superintendent, assistant superintendent, building principal, special education director, curriculum & instruction director or others)

Other team members are encouraged but are not required.

These can include teachers or administrators from any area.  

For example:

· Reading

· Special education

· Title 1 programs

· Career & technical education teachers

· Specialists and coaches

What to Bring to the Institute

Administrators must bring to the Institute

· PSSA results - building level books (flyers) and a copy of the 2004 excel raw data spreadsheet with student names and id numbers cleared (but please leave the columns) 

· Administrators also need to bring a textbook to use for curriculum alignment

Teachers must bring to the Institute

· textbooks (main textbook that matches the focus for their grade band even if they do not teach that content)
