What is Penn College NOW ?

Penn College NOW  is a program that 
allows high schoo l students to earn 
Penn College credits during their 
schoo l day.

What is the cost?

A typical, three-credit Penn College 
class costs more than $1,000; a three-
credit Penn College NOW class costs 
$60 – a sign if icant cost savings. Penn 
College NOW classes are offered at a 
rate of $20 per credit.

Where are classes taugh t?

Classes are taugh t at your high schoo l 
or career and techno logy center. 

Who teaches the classes?

High schoo l teachers, approved by 
Penn College, w ill teach the classes.

At w hat grade level can 
I part icipate?

Generall y, 11th and 12th grade students 
are eligible to par ticipate in the 
program.
