around the world.

Use Architecture Index to search for your architect to find 

citations to articles.

Great websites for your project 

                   Great Buildings Online allows you to search by architect or building and has  

                   3-D models online. 

Google Books allows you to search inside a book.  

This comes in very handy if you’re looking for building plans, blueprints, etc. Once you find a 

book, you can check if Penn College has it by clicking on the Find this book in a Library link.   

 

 Clusty.com will break your results into smaller subjects. Great for finding 

information you didn’t know was out there on your architect or on famous buildings. 

 

Citing Sources APA Style 

Many databases will create a citation for you. Look for words like “Cite This” or “How to Cite” as 

a link to help you get your article cited. Also, you can use any of the tools at Citing Your Sources.
