


  JUROR: ELIZABETH GOURLAY

I have enjoyed and been impressed by jurying this year’s 100 Miles Regional Juried Exhibition 
for The Gallery at Penn College. There was a wide variety of work submitted and many media 
explored, and a lot of thought and skill has gone into creating these artworks. I feel fortunate to 
have had a fascinating look at art and artists working today in Pennsylvania.  

The enormous volume of submissions made it challenging to narrow this down to a workable 
exhibition. I chose pieces that spoke to me, work that I thought had an impact. As I reflected on 
what was submitted, I tried to be as inclusive as possible to show the broad range of media, from 
sculpture and painting, to drawing, graphic design, photography, mixed media and textiles, and 
to capture some of the wide range of voices coming forward from regional Pennsylvania. 

I see this exhibition as a microcosm of the art world at large, and of our whole culture. In the 
words of the art critic Jerry Saltz, from his new book Art is Life, artists today are “collaborating 
with history: drawing on it, adding to it, extending and reforming it. Artists are archaeologists 
and astronauts of the present-day world, storytellers who both witness history and change it in 
the ways they portray it. What might seem fantastical or unbelievable in their work might actually 
be the reality of the people pictured. Art is rising from its own ashes. Modernism’s arrow of 
continuity has finally been scrapped, replaced by a new model of evolution that is more like an 
ever-changing cloud formation, expanding, condensing, never predictable.” 

Making an art object requires thought and creativity, in addition to time, patience and inspiration 
drawn from our everyday lives. It also requires the courage to get the work out there in front of an 
audience, with the hope that it will resonate. 

This show has great diversity and offers a wide variety of materials and thematic interests that I 
believe are important reflections and assessments of our current culture.

  ABOUT ELIZABETH

After a fellowship at the Yale/Norfolk Summer School of Music and Art, Elizabeth Gourlay went on 
to receive a BA with First Class Honors from Edinburgh College of Art in Scotland and an MFA in 
Painting from Yale University School of Art. Her work has been shown extensively throughout the 
United States and she is the recipient of numerous residencies, fellowships and awards including 
two Individual Artists Grants from the CT Office of the Arts. Gourlay’s work has been written about 
in The New Criterion, Painters’ Table, Gorky’s Granddaughter and In Their Studios to name a few. 

Gourlay’s work is shown nationally and internationally, most notably at The Drawing Center,  
MASS MoCA, The Cummings Arts Center at Connecticut College, The Hecksher Museum and 
The Widener Gallery at Trinity College. Her work is represented by Kenise Barnes Fine Art in 
Kent, Connecticut, and IdeelArt, Paris, France. She teaches Applied Color in Continuing Ed at 
The Rhode Island School of Design. 
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Anne Alexander is a Tioga County native who creates nature-inspired metal artwork. A 
biologist and former career industry welder, Anne now owns and operates Higher Ground 
Welding and Art, a two-bay shop in Elkland, Pennsylvania, offering small-scale fabrication 
and repair and welding instruction. Her medium of choice is reclaimed steel from scrapyards 
and tree lines. She draws inspiration from observation of the world in her travels, hikes in 
her beautiful hills, and talking with the people who live there. She lives in Nelson with her 
beloved aunt, her trophy husband, and their two precocious daughters. 

Meredith Eachus Armstrong is a mixed-media artist who 
explores what is on her mind, often addressing thoughts 
on the limits of time, the resilience of nature, everyday 
beauty, and personal experience. She starts her work with 
an idea to explore or a story to tell. Working intuitively, she 
builds each step on the last, enjoying the challenge of the 
unknown. The work starts fast with the excitement of a new 
idea, then the pace begins to slow, becoming meditative 
as the process becomes a collaboration between the 
emerging work and the artist.

Ana Arnabar is a Danville-based artist. She interprets the subject, conveying expressions, colors, 
and features through the gesture of her brushwork. Using a variety of techniques, she achieves 
realistic and expressive results with vibrant colors and dynamic strokes. She thinks of the viewers 
as the final element in her work, as their eyes complete what lies between her implicit forms, 
shapes, and lines. Her work has been showcased in events such as The Venice Biennale at The 
Modigliani Foundation; Sophart Gallery, Mexico City; The Lore Degenstein Gallery, Selinsgrove, 
PA; The French Embassy, Monaco; and the Swiss Cathedral, Switzerland.

Anissa Cavazos is a printmaker originally from the Rio Grande Valley, 
a culturally rich region of South Texas. She draws inspiration from her 
surroundings, using prints to capture the essence of the landscape 
and the flora and fauna that call it home.

He pays close attention to 
the mood of a piece, its tones and focal points, whereas the subject matter 
can often be more subtle. Although his style of artwork varies, there is an 
evident consistency to his oeuvre.
